Events of the Feast of December 1215

ln December of the uear ’Z’S, Travance qathered s
strenath together in pursuit of a purpose that seemed
to many fo be hopeless: the defeat of the dragon Tel-
leqrim. Having come to Travance, it Was evident to
the town that either he wWould die or wWe would. And
50, the town qathered and marched to the battlefield,
accompanied the fae known as Corsair. What was
found there, however, has chanaed much about wWhat
we KnowW about existence iself.

Arriving 2t 2 Wall and closed qates, the town found 2
massive dust cloud pouring over from the other side
of the wall & baeccame apparent that this dust was
the remains of Tellearim's undead armay.
